Each site 
offers accessible cabins for participants.  Living 
space for staff is in the same building as 
campers at both sites.   Vacation options vary in 
length from a weekend to six days.   
 

Something for Everyone 
Spruce up your holidays by enjoying a variety of 
popular seasonal activities such as cross 
country skiing, ice fishing in a heated fish house, 
snowshoeing, crafts, sledding and broomball.  
Adult guests and children can also enjoy singing 
around a warm fire and enjoying the 
camaraderie of old and new friends.  Activities 
are adapted according to the age and ability of 
each individual so there’s something for 
everyone.   
 

Our program is open to anyone age 5 or older 
with developmental and/or physical disabilities.  
All children with and without disabilities are 
eligible to attend the “All Kids Belong” session.

volunteer for every two participants

prepare meals that match special needs 
T Nurses and health care staff to distribute 

medications and monitor the day-to-day

How to Apply 
 
Select the session that interests you.  If you 
have completed a Friendship Ventures 
application in this calendar year, simply 
contact our office to request a short 
application form.  Otherwise, complete an 
application.  The application and health 
history are used as the primary care plan to 
evaluate and prepare for the applicant’s 
personal care and health needs and to 
determine abilities and supervision needs.  
If you don’t have an application, call or email 
us.  Forms are available to download from 
our website, in the Forms Library. 
 
Application materials, with a $250 deposit 
will be accepted by mail, email, hand 
delivery or fax.   
 
Our winter sessions fill quickly; please 
submit your application materials as soon as 
possible.  Registration begins October1st.   
We will process applications on a first come, 
first served basis.   
 

Confirmation 
Within three weeks of receiving the 
application, you will receive a confirmation 
packet including: 
T letter confirming session you selected 

and the dates, eligibility for scholarship 
and discounted fees 

T Check-in and check-out times, clothing 
list; directions to Camp Friendship or 
Eden Wood Center 

Program Fees 
The fee varies with each session listed on the 
winter program schedule.  See ”Financial 
Assistance” for information about scholarships. 
  

Payment Options 
Fees can be paid in full on or before the first day 
of the camp session.  We also offer the following 
payment options. 
T Credit Cards.  Charge fees to American 

Express, MasterCard, VISA or Discover.   
T No-Interest Monthly Payments.  A bill will be 

sent each month until the balance is paid.  
The balance must be paid within 6 months 
after the session.  The minimum payment is 
$75. 

T Single Billing. No-interest credit will be 
extended to anyone who would like to pay 
the fee after the session.  The full amount 
due must be paid within 30 days after the 
individual has attended. 

Refunds  
All advanced fees paid will be refunded in full if 
notice is received in the Friendship Ventures 
office thirty (30) days prior to the applicant’s 
session.  If less than thirty (30) days notice is 
received, all but the $250 registration deposit will 
be refunded; if not paid, you will be billed for the 
deposit amount. 

Financial Assistance 
Friendship Ventures realizes that not every 
participant can afford the cost or discount fee.   If 
you need financial assistance to pay all or part of 
the fee, please complete the Scholarship Grant 
Application section of the application form. 
 
Children and adults who eligible for county 
funds, or CADI, TBI, consumer directed MR/RC 
or DD waiver funds for respite care, please 
contact our office for additional information of 
how these funds can be utilized for our services. 

How do I get to Camp Friendship? 
 

Camp Friendship is conveniently located just 
one hour northwest of the Twin Cities and 22 
miles south of St. Cloud.  The site features 
1,000 feet of lakeshore, indoor and outdoor 
recreation areas, an arts and crafts center and 
woodland area hiking trails.  A network of 
sidewalks offers easy access to program 
areas. 
 
Take I-94 to Highway 24 South (Clearwater/
Annandale Exit #178).  Go 7.5 miles south, 
turn right  onto 108th St NW and continue 
for .7 miles to the camp entrance. 

OR 

Take Highway 55 to County Road 6.  Go north 
on County Road 6 for 2.6 miles to the stop 
sign.  Turn right onto Highway 24 and go 2.3 
miles.  Turn left onto 108th St NW and 
continue .7 miles to the camp entrance. 

How do I get to Eden Wood Center? 
 

Eden Wood Center is located on the west 
side of the Twin Cities metropolitan area, just 
¾ mile west of I-494 off Crosstown 62.  The 
site offers opportunities for various activities 
and utilizes local nature centers, parks, and 
other community resources to ensure a fun-
filled experience. 
 
Directions from Crosstown 62 and I -494 
Take Crosstown Highway 62 three quarters 
of a mile west of I-494 to the South Frontage 
Road/W. 62nd Street.  Take a left at the 
stoplight and then an immediate right onto 
Indian Chief Road.  Go 2/10 of a mile south.  
The entrance to Eden Wood will be on your 
right.
